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In Cazale, Haiti, the Grace of the Good Samaritan Health Clinic 

(Centre Sante de la Grace du Bon Samaritain, Cazale) cares for  

the people of Cazale and surrounding rural mountain villages.  

They typically see 700 to 1000 patients per week. Since the earth-

quake, many are travelling here from Port Au Prince to seek 

medical attention and shelter. Their numbers are growing. 
 

One couple who works with the clinic opened their home to a child in 1999 who needed long 

term medical help as a burn victim. Since then, they have expanded and currently house 50 to 

60 children and 4 to 6 adults in need of long term care or hospice. 
 

The Recue Center is generally in need of supplies, but more so now since the earthquake.  Ship-

ments only come 1-2 times per year because of the high cost.  Debra Woodward of the 

Northrup King Building in Minneapolis is putting together one such shipment.  And she is look-

ing for donations to be able to send approximately 10 palettes full of supplies. Below is a list of 

needed supplies.
