VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES & INFORMATION
Valley Adventures Day Camp strives to develop in each camper an appreciation of nature, a healthy sense of self-esteem, an understanding of others and to provide experiences which promote personal growth and leadership. We are a 100% volunteer run day camp and are looking for some enthusiastic adults to partner with us to provide a safe, fun-filled, supportive environment for our campers.  Day camp is a week-long OUTDOOR program and the overnight experience is TENT camping. 
All volunteers must be a registered adult Girl Scout and submit a volunteer application prior to serving at camp.  All unit leaders will have the opportunity to attend Basic Outdoor Skills training to become familiar and comfortable with fire building, outdoor cooking, knot-tying and knife safety so as to confidently lead and teach these skills at day camp.

REMEMBER  ***Camp fee waived for ONE daughter for volunteering all week.***

Unit Leaders (20+) – Adults will be paired up with another adult leader to supervise a group of 12 campers.  Caddies provide wonderful assistance to volunteers in this role.  A unit leader is an all week position including the overnight.  

Boys’ Unit Leaders (2) – These adult leaders will work together to plan and lead programming and activities for the boys’ unit.  These volunteers will not stay for the overnight (unless they would like to volunteer to help with their daughter’s unit!)  We would like to recruit some Cub Scout / Boy Scout leaders, as well as, 8th – 12th grade age Boy Scouts to work as “boy” caddies.

Food Coordinators (2) – Serving lunch and snacks to 200 people every day at camp is a huge task.  Food preparation generally consists of shopping, sorting, counting, cutting and minimal cooking!  

Floating Volunteers (5 or so) – It is helpful to have extra volunteers on hand in case a unit leader is absent, the food crew gets overwhelmed,  an extra hand is needed in sibling care or to assist with special camp programming.  While you may not know in advance what you will be doing each day, these volunteers are greatly appreciated for their flexibility and willingness to get involved.  It is a role that is essential for keeping camp running smoothly.

Friday Friend Crew (6-10) – We are looking for FRIENDS on Friday!   After our volunteers have spent the entire week and an overnight with the girls staying late to clean up is almost the last straw for the best of us.  We would like to recruit a group of 6-10 fresh, awake and lively volunteers to do clean up on Friday.  This could be as minimal as 2-3 hours.  (Does not have to be a registered Girl Scout to do this role and anyone can come help out.)

Sibling Care – we currently have 2 volunteers dedicated to leading activities and caring for the group of campers’ younger siblings.
